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Section One

This module is a standalone module that will sit within the Flexible and Work Based Learning
Framework.

This module can be undertaken as a stand-alone
module or as part of the BSc pathway in gastrointestinal care. This can also be completed as a stand-
alone module.

1. Reflect on the clinical care provided for patients with an abdominal condition.

2. Ciritically apply the evidence-based literature in the clinical care setting.

3. Ciritically evaluate how clinical care is influenced by policies and/or guidelines.
